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About Gift of Adoption: Founded in 1996, Gift of Adoption (GOA) awards grants to complete the adoptions
of vulnerable children - giving them a permanent family and the chance to thrive.

As of June 2021, GOA has awarded more than $11.4 million in funding to complete the adoptions of 3,893 children.
This growth has been possible because of the dedication of a growing base of 260 volunteers and 4,000 active donors
who share the belief that having a loving family is a basic right of children everywhere.

The Gift of Adoption Difference: GOA is unique in that it is completely non-discriminatory in its grant-making.
We award grants without regard to age, race, ethnicity, religion, marital status, or sexual orientation. Additionally,
Gift of Adoption awards grants monthly and is able to respond even more quickly when the need is urgent.
