Instructions / How to Play the Trivia Game (Final Version 3_16_13)
The trivia portion of the evening is broken into three rounds.
In each round there will be three categories of questions and in each category there will be three questions.  I will say the question and you will have roughly two minutes to discuss the answer amongst your team.  Please turn your answer in as soon as you are ready.  For those teams who have not yet submitted their answer, I will warn you when there are 15 seconds left. 

Every table has individual slips of paper with which to write down their answer for each question.  Along with the answer, you will need to assign a point value.  For rounds one and two, the point values are 1, 3, and 5 points.  For each answer you turn in, you must assign a point value.  You can use them in any order, but can only use each point value one time.  In round three, the point values will increase to 2, 4, and 6.  Also, please note that among the answer slips your table has been given, there is one slip for creating a team name or “nickname”.  If you are so inclined, please submit your team name with your first answer or at anytime thereafter.  This is entirely optional.
Before the beginning of the second and third rounds, I will announce the point totals of the top five teams.  Please keep your own team score so that you will know where you stand.
There will be a Final Question after the third round.  I will announce the point totals for ALL teams before asking the Final Question.  Teams can wager from 0 to 15 points AFTER the question is read.  A correct answer will give your team the points it wagered.  An incorrect answer will take away from your team the points it wagered.
The team with the most points at the end of the trivia game will be declared the winner.  We have prizes for all the members of the winning team.  We also have prizes for all members of the second place team.
I also want to mention some rules and etiquette for the game:

1. Use of smart phones and other electronic devices is prohibited.
2. Please do not shout out the answers

3. Turn in only one answer per team.

4. Once an answer is turned in, it cannot be changed

5. Teams will not be penalized for incorrect spelling … unless of course the question is a spelling question.

6. All decisions of the official scorekeeper are final.
